USES: This nedication is used to treat irregular heartbeats
(arrhythm as) and nmaintain a norrmal heart rate.

HOW TO TAKE THI S MEDI CATION:  This nedication is sonetines
started in the hospital where your dose can be closely checked.

It is inportant to take this nedication exactly as prescribed. Do
not increase or decrease your dose w thout your doctor's approval.
Thi s medi cati on works best when there is a constant | evel of
the drug in your body. To do this, take each dose exactly as
prescri bed at evenly spaced intervals throughout the day and

night. Try to take each dose at the same tine each day.

Do not stop taking this nedication w thout consulting your
doctor. Sone conditions rmay becone worse when the drug is
suddenl y stopped.

SI DE EFFECTS: Nausea, voniting, heartburn, gas, |oss of appetite,
st omach cranps, dizziness, drowsiness, headache, weakness or
changes in sleep habits may occur as your body adjusts to the
medi ci ne. Ot her side effects include nmuscle aches, sweating, dry
mout h, trenors and unusual taste in the nouth. If any of these
synpt onms conti nue or becone bothersone, informyour doctor.

Notify your doctor if you devel op chest pain, a rapid
heart beat, blurred vision, unusual bleeding or bruising, skin
rash, fever, sore throat, chills or have trouble breathing while
taking this nedication.

PRECAUTI ONS: Thi s medi cation should be used only when clearly
needed during pregnancy. It is not known if this nedication
appears in breast mlk. Consult with your doctor before
br east - f eedi ng.

Be sure your doctor or dentist knows your conplete nedical
hi story especially if you are planning to undergo any nedi cal
or dental procedures.

DRUG | NTERACTI ONS: I nform your doctor about all the nedicines you
use (both prescription and nonprescription) especially if you

t ake di goxi n (Lanoxin), beta-blockers (usually for high blood
pressure), cinetidine (Taganet for ulcers), "blood thinners”
warfarin (Coumadin), quinidine or rifanpin because your dose nmay
need to be altered.



NOTES: Your doctor may want you to check your pul se rate every
day while you take this nedication. Learn how to nonitor your
pul se.

Lab tests will be schedul ed periodically to help nonitor how
effective the nedication is. Keep all schedul ed appoi ntments and
doctor visits.

El derly persons are nore sensitive to the effects of this
medi cation. Use this with caution.

M SSED DOSE: If you mss a dose, take it as soon as renmenbered if
it iswthin 4 hours. If you renenber |ater, skip the m ssed dose
and resune your usual dosing schedule. Do not "doubl e-up"” the
dose to catch up.

STORAGE: Store at roomtenperature away from noi sture and
sunlight. Do not store in the bathroom
